2) career readiness & student
preparation for their professional lives

3) barriers that marginalized and
minoritized students face when
participating in professional
development

4) ways to approach teaching,
advising, and student support that
reduce and remove these barriers

5) opportunities to integrate
community-partnerships & high-
impact experiential learning practices.
